What is CLEAR?

College Learning Experiences, Activities and Resources provides
continuing education classes for adults with intellectual and
developmental disabilities. The program, sponsored by JCCC, is
designed to teach independent living skills and provide life-enhancing
experiences. Clear Saturdays are offered through the Supported
Education Programs Department.

Registration is Easy

If you have attended CLEAR classes before, simply return the
registration form with your payment of fees. Class offerings are on a
first-come, first served basis. New students must call the CLEAR office
at 913-469-7890 for an enrollment interview.

Reasonable Fees

The registration fee is $5 for each seven-week class. Refund requests
must be received four days prior to the start of classes.

Drop-off and Pick-up Location

Students should be dropped off and picked up in front of the Student
Center. The Student Center is located on the northwest side of campus
off of College Boulevard. Please use the Circle Drive or the accessible
parking in front of the Student Center.

Students may be dropped off no earlier than 9:15 a.m. Please make
arrangements for PROMPT pick-up at 3 p.m.
