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Employment of grounds maintenance workers is projected to grow 11 percent from 2016 to 2026,
faster than the average for all occupations. More workers will be needed to keep up with increasing
demand for lawn care and landscaping services from large institutions and individual homeowners.
Job prospects should be very good. Most grounds maintenance workers need no formal education
and are trained on the job. Most states require licensing for workers who apply pesticides or
fertilizers.
